RULES FOR THE DRESSAGE & SHOWJUMPING LEAGUES 
DRESSAGE
To be counted in the overall league results, you must attend at least 2 competitions

Nursery Novice may ride two Intro tests Members may do one Intro and one Prelim class in which case their points for the Prelim test will count towards the Novice league).
Novice League may ride two Prelim tests

Intermediate League may ride one Prelim and one Novice test

Open League may ride one Novice and one Elementary test
Advanced League may ride one Elementary and one Medium test
Points will be awarded on the following basis:-
1st = 7, 2nd = 6, 3rd = 5, 4th = 4, 5th = 3, 6th = 2, competing without being placed = 1
In the event of equality of points for the overall league, the member who has attended the most competitions will get the higher placing.

SHOWJUMPING
To be counted in the overall league results, you must attend at least 2 competitions
Members should designate which league they wish to be counted in at the first competition they attend.
All Heights are approximate
In the Winter we will run a 2’/60cm Clear round class before the start of the Leagues

Prelim League (2’3”/ 65cm) – Members wishing to compete in the Prelim League can also jump the Novice (approximately 2’6”/75cm) class if they wish.  Their points for the Novice will not count towards the League (but will be counted in the Overall Points for the Year). NB, at the Summer Leagues, you may jump the 2’/60cm class first.
Novice League  (approximately 2’6”/75cm) – Members wishing to compete in the Novice League may also jump the Prelim class beforehand.  Their points for the Prelim will not count towards the League (but will be counted in the Overall Points for the Year).
N.B.  We are also reintroducing the Open Novice Class (approximately 2’6”/75cm) .  This is aimed at members who have consistently done well at Novice but, for whatever reason, do not want to move up to do Intermediate. The class will be run along with the Novice Class but the results will be split so please remember to tell the person taking the entries which class you wish to be included in.

Intermediate League (approximately 2’9”/3’ – 85cm/90cm) - Members wishing to compete in the Intermediate League may also jump the Novice/Open Novice class beforehand.  Their points for the Novice/Open Novice will not count towards the League (but will be counted in the Overall Points for the Year)
Open League (approximately 3’/3’3” – 90cm/100cm) – Members wishing to compete in the Open League may also jump the Intermediate class beforehand.  Their points for the Intermediate League will not count towards the League (but will be counted in the Overall Points for the Year)
3’6”/105cm League – Members wishing to compete in this League may also jump the Open class beforehand.  Their points for the Open League will not count towards the league (but will be counted in the Overall Points for the year).

PTO/…..

Nursery Novice will get an opportunity to jump Crosspoles, 1’9 (55cm), 2’ (60cm) and 2’3” (65cm) as a training exercise in the Winter after the League classes. Clear Round Rosettes will be awarded but there will be no placings awarded.  Those jumping in the Nursery Novice will be awarded one point in the Overall Points for the Year.  In the Summer this will be run as a competition and we will hold the 1’9 (55cm) and 2’ (60cm) classes before the start of the Leagues.
Points will be awarded on the following basis:-
1st = 7, 2nd = 6, 3rd = 5, 4th = 4, 5th = 3, 6th = 2, competing without being placed = 1

In the event of equality of points for the overall league, the member who has attended the most competitions will get the higher placing.
