Dressage, Showjumping and Overall Leagues

Rules

The club award points for two Dressage and two Showjumping leagues each year, with the awards presented to members in ~ April (Winter leagues) and ~ October (Summer leagues). The winter leagues cover events held from October – April, with summer leagues covering May – September events. 

The Overall league is yearly, presented at the AGM in January of each year. Events (lessons and competitions) held from February – November count towards the overall league and annual awards. 
NB: There are no events held December and January. 

Dressage
By attending a competition, you will automatically start collecting point in the leagues. 

For each competition, the below tests will contribute to the corresponding league.

In the event of equality of points for any of the leagues, the member who has attended the most competitions will get the higher placing.

Moving up in the Leagues

Nursery Novice
These classes are aimed at nervous or inexperienced riders and/or young/inexperienced horses, therefore it is expected that if you win the league twice consecutively you would move up to the Novice league. 
If for any reason, you don’t wish to move up to the Novice league, you may still enter at this level, however any points gained will not be counted in the league.
Novice

As with the nursery novice, it is expected that if you win the league twice consecutively you would move up to the Intermediate league. 

If for any reason, you don’t wish to move up to the Intermediate league, you may still enter at this level, however any points gained will not be counted in the league. 

Intermediate, Open and Advanced Open
If you are competing in the Intermediate or Open leagues, the committee feel it may be a big jump and potentially daunting to move to the next league level. We ask members to use their moral judgement and seek advice from their instructor(s) to see if they feel they are ready to try a higher level. 

However, if members were to win any of the above leagues twice consecutively points would no longer be awarded in that league if they chose to continue to compete at that level. 
NB: All points gained, regardless of what league you are competing in and eligibility status, count towards the overall yearly league.

For example, if you are continuing to compete at the intermediate level for dressage, however are no longer eligible to receive points for this as part of the seasonal leagues as you have won it twice, you will still receive points from any competition you attend towards the overall yearly league. 
Showjumping
By attending a competition, you will automatically start collecting point in the leagues. 

For each competition, the below heights will contribute to the corresponding league.

In the event of equality of points for any of the leagues, the member who has attended the most competitions will get the higher placing.
There is a cross-pole class prior to the leagues classes starting at 50cm for all competitions. These are aimed at nervous/inexperienced riders and/or young/inexperienced horses. It is hoped that once competitors feel confident jumping the cross-poles class they may want to have a go in the Nursery Novice league, either on the same day or at a future event.  However, no one will be expected to move on from cross-poles if they do not want to. 

Those jumping in the cross-poles class will be awarded one point per class for taking part which will count towards the overall yearly league. 
Moving up the Leagues
Members can compete and accumulate points in two consecutive leagues. As with the dressage leagues, it is expected that if you win a league twice consecutively you would move up to the next level. If for any reason, you don’t wish to move up to the next league, you may still enter at this level, however any points gained will not be counted in the league you had won previously. It is sometimes a daunting thought, but members can ask their instructor(s) if they think you are ready to give it a try at the next level.
NB: All points gained, regardless of what league you are competing in and eligibility status, count towards the overall yearly league.

For example, if you are continuing to compete in the intermediate level for showjumping, however are no longer eligible to receive points for this as part of the seasonal leagues as you have won it twice, you will still receive points from any competition you attend towards the overall yearly league. 
Overall Yearly League
There is also an overall league awarded every year for all members. 

All points obtained during any of the dressage and showjumping competitions count towards this, regardless of what league you are competing in. If you are no longer eligible for some of the seasonal leagues as detailed above, your points from any placings/attendance at events will still count towards the overall league. By attending any lessons, you will also obtain 1 point per lesson to go towards the overall league.
For any members competing at open shows, including special competitions (e.g. working hunter, arena event), will also obtain points towards the overall league. 

In the event of equality of points, the member who has attended the most competitions/lessons will get the higher placing.
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
